Control - radio, telephone, auto-pilot system and
two-way radio

A Risk of accident!!

Please direct your attention to the traffic conditions
around you as the matter of highest importance.
Only operate the radio, telephone’ or two-way radio’
when road and traffic conditions permit.

Only enter data into the auto-pilot system when the
vehicle is stationary.

Bear in mind that, even at 50 km/h (approx.
30 mph), your vehicle travels 14 m (approx. 50 feet)
every second.

Operation — mobile telephones and two-way radios

A Risk of accident!

Operating mobile telephones or other radio telecom-
munications equipment with an aerial inside the
car can interfere with the correct operation of the
car’s electronics and therefore represents a safety
hazard.

Note:

Retrofitting a mobile telephone or two-way radio which
does not meet the Mercedes-Benz installation specifica-
tions could invalidate the car’s operating permit

(EU Directive 95/54/EU). See the section headed "Retro-
fitting electrical/electronic equipment" on page of the
Technical Data for notes on the installation specifi-
cation.



Operating safety

A Risk of accident!

Work on or modifications to the vehicle which are
not performed in a proper and workmanlike manner
may cause malfunctions.

Unauthorised tampering with electronic compo-
nents and the associated software may cause
malfunctions. Because of the interlinking of
electronic components, this may also lead to
improper functioning of systems which are not
directly affected.

Such malfunctions can seriously impair the car's
operating safety.
You are recommended to have any such work or

modification carried out by a Mercedes-Benz Service
Station.

Displays, indicator and warning lamps

Activating display/multi-function indicator

Information such as outside temperature, remaining
distance, trip meter recording or oil level can be called
up on the display or multi-function indicator even when
the car is stationary.

The multi-function indicator is activated by:

¢ turning the electronic key to position 2 in the
steering lock,

¢ opening the driver's door or
* by pressing either the R, 0, +, =, h or m button.

The display and the multi-function indicator switch off
automatically.
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Instrument lighting
Adjusting instrument lighting intensity:

Press the + or = button.



Display lighting Trip meter

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Adjusting the hours reading:

1. Press button h briefly - the display will flash.
2. Press button h again briefly and hold pressed.
Adjustment by 1 hour:

1. Press button h briefly - the display will flash.
2. Press button h again briefly.

The display is illuminated.



Multi-function indicator - selecting language

The warnings can be programmed to appear in English,
German, French, Spanish or Italian:

1. Turn key to position 2 in the steering lock.

Simultaneously press the 0 and R reset buttons in
the instrument cluster until a language appears.

2. Press the 0 reset button until the desired language is
displayed.

3. Turn key to position 0 in the steering lock.

Rev counter

Red mark on rev counter

= engine speed too high.
Always avoid this area - there is a danger of engine
damage.

To protect the engine, the fuel supply is interrupted
when the red mark is reached.

Brake pad wear indicator

If the display in the instrument cluster
lights up when the engine is running, the
brake pads of the front or rear wheels have
reached their wear limit.




Reserve fuel warning lamp

If this indicator lights up when the engine is running,
the reserve fuel level mark has been reached.

For reserve fuel level - see Technical Data.

Engine oil pressure warning

If this display lights up in the instrument
cluster with the engine running at normal
operating temperature and an acoustic
warning is sounded, there is no oil pressure.

Shut off the engine immediately and consult a
Mercedes-Benz Service Station.
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Electronic brake-power distribution (EBV)

(@) There is a malfunction if the "Release
parking brake" indicator lights up in the
instrument cluster with the engine running

and the warning buzzer sounds for 5 seconds, there is a
defect.

The malfunction must be rectified by a Mercedes-Benz
Service Station immediately.

Note:

The warning buzzer will sound for 5 seconds whenever
you start the engine and the "EBV failed" display lights
up for 5 seconds. An acoustic warning will sound for

5 seconds whenever the brakes are used above a speed
of 40 km/h (25 mph).



Coolant temperature gauge

Depending on operating conditions and ambient
temperature, the coolant temperature should be
maintained between 80 °C and 110 °C.

If the needle reaches the red area, you should not drive
on. Stop the car, switch off the air conditioner and allow
the engine to run at idling speed for about 5 minutes.
Then switch engine off.

After allowing the engine to cool down sufficiently,
continue the journey, closely monitoring the coolant
temperature gauge.

If the coolant level warning lamp lights up, switch
engine off immediately and check coolant level.
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Coolant level warning lamp

If this indicator in the instrument cluster
lights up when the engine is running, the
coolant level, has dropped below the
prescribed minimum.

For how to top up coolant - see Exterior.

If fairly large quantities of coolant are lost, or if coolant
loss occurs frequently, have the cause traced and
rectified.

Note:

Never drive on without coolant in the cooling system.
This would lead to overheating and engine damage.



Outside temperature display

A Risk of accident!

Even if a temperature above freezing is displayed,
this does not guarantee that no ice will form on the
road surface - particularly in wooded areas and on
bridges.

A drop in temperature, for example when a car leaves its
garage, is only registered after a short acclimatisation
period.

A rise in ambient temperature is also registered only
after a short delay. This is to ensure that too high a
temperature is not shown incorrectly as a result of heat
radiated by the engine when the car is standing still or
driving very slowly.
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Fluid level warning lamp for windscreen washer
system and headlamp cleaning system

If this warning is displayed when the engine
is running, the fluid level has fallen to about
1/4 of the capacity of the reservoir.

See Exterior for instructions on adding windscreen
washer fluid.

Battery charge warning lamp
If this indicator lights up in the instrument
cluster while the engine is running, a

malfunction has occurred and the battery is

no longer being charged.

Important!

The malfunction must be rectified by a Mercedes-
Benz Service Station immediately.

The poly-V-belt may be broken. In this case the poly-
V-belt must be renewed before the journey is
continued. Otherwise, the coolant pump will no
longer be driven and the engine could overheat and
suffer damage.



Indicator lamp (EPC)

If this indicator lights up in the instrument
cluster when the engine is running, there is
a fault in the injection system. Full engine
power is no longer available.

Have the injection system checked over as soon as
possible at a Mercedes-Benz Service Station.

Multi-function indicator — multiple faults
@ If this indicator lights up together with a
warning symbol, there is more than one
malfunction. Press the (R) reset button in
the instrument cluster = the symbol for another fault
will be displayed.
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Multi-function indicator — temporarily switching off
warning

Press the (R) multi-function indicator reset button on
the right of the instrument cluster.

Any warnings will be deactivated until the key is next
turned to position 0 or 2 in the steering lock.

The warning lamps in the instrument cluster and the
warnings of the multi-function indicator for the parking
brake, lighting off and faulty display cannot be deacti-
vated.



Display defective

If the warning "DISPLAY DEFECTIVE"
appears in the instrument cluster, it is not
certain that malfunctions in systems
relevant to safety will be displayed.

Have the vehicle electronics checked over as soon as
possible at a Mercedes-Benz Service Station.
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Brake system indicator lamp
If this indicator lights up in the instrument
cluster while the engine is running, either

the parking brake has not been released or

the brake fluid level is too low in the reservoir.

A Risk of accident!

If there is too little brake fluid in the reservoir, the
brake system may fail.

No not drive on. Consult a Mercedes-Benz Service
Station.

Do not add more brake fluid.




ABS malfunction indicator lamp

This indicator lamp in the instrument
cluster lights up while the engine is running
to indicate that the ABS system has been
deactivated due to a fault. The normal effect of the brake
system without the anti-lock function is still available in
this event.

This indicator lamp lights up if a differential lock is
engaged. There is no fault in the system.

Have the ABS checked as soon as possible by a
Mercedes-Benz Service Station.

Note:

The indicator lamp in the instrument cluster will also
light up and the ABS will be deactivated if the electrical
voltage drops below about 10 volts. The indicator lamp
will go out and the ABS will be activated again as soon
as the voltage returns to this value.
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Trailer turn signals

If while trailer towing a turn signal should

fail on either the vehicle or trailer, the

trailer turn signal indicator lamp will either
light up once only or not at all.



Active service system (ASSYST)
(service indicator)

The service indicator will light up in the multi-
function display approximately one month before a
service is due when the key is turned to position 2 in
the steering lock.

Depending on the distance travelled in a year, the next
service due is displayed as a remaining distance (in km)
or remaining time (in days).
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Multi-function display

If the scheduled service is not performed on time, the
display will flash with a minus sign every time the
electronic key is turned to position 2 in the steering
lock.

The display is automatically cleared after 10 seconds.
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Manually calling up the remaining distance/remaining
time:

1. Activate display/multi-function indicator, see
page 16.

2. Press the 0 button twice within one second.

The service symbol appears and the remaining
distance/remaining time is displayed.
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To clear the service indicator (called up either automati-
cally or manually):

Press the 0 button or allow the display to clear automat
ically.

The display is automatically cleared after 10 seconds.
After the service operation has been carried out, the

service indicator is reset by the Mercedes-Benz Service
Station.



Resetting the service indicator

If at any time your Mercedes-Benz is not serviced by a
Mercedes-Benz Service Station, you can, in exceptional
circumstances, reset the service indicator yourself:

1. Turn the key to position 2 in the steering lock and
immediately press the 0 button twice within one
second.

2. Turn the key to position 0 in the steering lock.

3. Press and hold the 0 button. Turn key to position 2
in the steering lock. Continue to hold the 0 button.

The service indicator is displayed with the current
remaining distance or remaining time.

After approx. 10 seconds, an acoustic signal sounds
and the service interval indicator is displayed with

the new starting distance or starting time for approx.

10 seconds.
4. Release the 0 button.

Note:

The service indicator provides you with information
concerning optimal service requirements.
Important!

The service indicator is not an engine oil level
gauge.

For how to check the engine oil level, see Exterior.

See Driving if the engine oil level warning lamp
lights up while the engine is running.



The distance or time between the service intervals
depends on driving style.

A moderate style of driving at medium engine speeds
and avoiding short journeys during which the engine
does not reach operating temperature will increase this
distance or time.

The distance can be 15,000 to 30,000 km or the time
can be from 365 to 730 days.
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Important!

The time spent while the battery is disconnected
will not be recorded by the service interval
indicator.

Such periods must be taken into account as service
intervals are measured by time.



Heating, ventilation, air conditioner

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Airflow switch

Position 0 - blower off. Only select this position for a
brief period or the windows could mist over.

The four-stage blower is switched on from position 1.

Select a higher blower speed for extreme outside
temperatures.

Cars with air conditioner: cooling
Before switching on:

1. Close the sliding/tilting sunroof, the side window
and the doors. Hot air inside the vehicle can be
removed by first driving a short distance with the
side windows and sliding/tilting sunroof open.

2. Slide the lever (5) completely to the left.
Switching on:

1. Set the airflow switch (1) to the required blower
speed.

2. Adjust to the desired temperature with the temper-
ature selector (2).
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Rapid cooling:

For rapid cooling, press lower part of switch (3). Air
recirculation is selected.

Only select this setting for short periods.

Note;

The air conditioner is only operational with the engine
running.

The air conditioner should be switched on for about
10 minutes at least once a month.



General notes on the automatic heater

A Risk of accident!

Visibility can be seriously impeded by misted
windows if setting other than those recommended
are used.

If the vehicle interior is heated due to exposure to the
sun, air briefly before commencing a journey.

Keep the air intakes between the bonnet and the
windscreen free from snow.

The air conditioner uses R 134 A refrigerant. This
refrigerant does not cause damage to the ozone
layer.
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Examples of settings:

Defrost

1. Open the side vents (7) with the adjustment wheels
(8) and direct them at the side windows.

2. Close the centre vent (9) with the adjustment wheels
(10).
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Maximum heating

1. Open the side vents (7) as required with the
adjustment wheels (8).

2. Close the centre vent (9) with the adjustment wheels
(10).
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Maximum ventilation

Open the side and centre vents (7 and 9) as required
with the adjustment wheels (8 and 10).

Vehicles with air conditioner: maximum cooling

The auxiliary heater may be used in association with
the normal heater, and the auxiliary ventilation may be
used in association with the blower in the car,
regardless of whether or not the engine is running.

[ts purpose is

* to heat the passenger compartment before or during
a journey if the normal heater cannot provide suffi-
cient warmth,

* to ventilate the passenger compartment before a
journey,

* to defrost the vehicle windows and

* to preheat the engine coolant. This makes the engine
easier to start at very low ambient temperatures.
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The auxiliary heating/ventilation can be switched on
immediately (immediate heating/ventilation), or it can
be programmed to switch on automatically at a preset
time (programmed heating/ventilation).

Note:

So as not to overstress the battery, do not run the
auxiliary heater longer than necessary, or several times
over when the engine is switched off.



A Risk of fire and injury!

Do not start the auxiliary heater in filling stations or
in confined spaces without an extraction system (for
example in a garage).

Auxiliary heating:
Slide the lever marked "heater” fully to the right.

Auxiliary ventilation:
Slide the lever marked "heater” fully to the left.

* Set the airflow switch at least to blower speed I.
A higher blower speed will heat/ventilate the
passenger compartment better, but will put more
stress on the battery.

* Set air distribution as required.
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Switching on immediate heating/ventilation

Press the button.
* The green indicator lamp lights up.

* The auxiliary heater will start up after approxi-
mately 30 seconds.

* The auxiliary ventilation will start immediately.

The auxiliary heating/ventilation will run for a
maximum of 60 minutes.



Switching off immediate heating/ventilation

Place heavy objects underneath and to the front of the
load compartment.

If possible, transport the load behind an unoccupied
seat.



Whenever possible, transport loads in the load compart-
ment with the rear seat backrests folded up and locked
in place.

Restraint systems

Seat belts, airbags and child restraint systems all
operate independently but form part of a carefully
coordinated protection system.

In many countries, legal stipulations govern the use of
seat belts and child restraint systems. Regardless of
these, all vehicle occupants should use the seat belts or
child restraint systems at all times.

A Risk of injury!

Work on the car's restraint systems is only to be
performed by a Mercedes-Benz Service Station.

Improperly performed work can cause failure or
incorrect triggering of the restraint systems.
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Child restraint systems

A Risk of injury!

Persons under 150 cm (5 feet) tall and under

12 years of age require special restraint systems for
protection in the event of an accident since they
cannot wear the seat belts properly.

Children should travel on the rear seats, as they are
better protected there.

On no account should children travel sitting on the
lap of another vehicle occupant. In the event of an
accident they would be completely without
protection and could even be injured by the person
they are sharing a belt with.

Do not use a conventional rearward facing child seat
on the front passenger seat as this places the child
in the immediate vicinity of the airbag inflation
point and could cause severe injuries.




If a forward-facing child seat is installed on the front
passenger seat, the latter must be run back to its
rearmost position.

Only use restraint systems approved by Mercedes-
Benz. Contact any Mercedes-Benz Service Station for
details.

To ensure maximum protection, always follow the
manufacturer's instructions when fitting any child
restraint system.

Do not leave children in the car unsupervised, even
if they are protected by a child restraint system.
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Seat belts

Each front and rear seat is equipped with a seat belt.

If the vehicle is suddenly retarded in any direction, or if
there is a sudden pull on the belt, it will lock so that it
cannot extend any further.

Note:

For notes on cleaning and care of belt straps, see
page 104.

A Risk of injury!

Seat belts should be worn for every journey.

Pregnant women should also make use of the
protection offered by a seat belt.

Only one person should be secured with each seat
belt.




Do not secure any objects with a seat belt if it also
being used for one of the car's occupants.

An incorrectly worn seat belt could not only fail to
provide the necessary degree of accident protection,
but could even cause injury.

A seat position which prevents the seat belt from
being correctly routed over the wearer’s body consti-
tutes a safety hazard and must therefore be avoided.

Do not route belt strap over sharp edges - this could
cause serious damage (tearing, splitting).

The airbags can only perform their intended
function of protecting the vehicle occupants if the
seat belts are worn correctly.
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Persons less than 150 cm (5 feet) tall require a
suitable additional restraint system as the seat belts
cannot be worn properly. For child restraint
systems, see page 74.

Seat belts which are damaged or subjected to severe
loads in an accident must be renewed. The seat belt
anchorages must also be inspected.

Only use seat belts approved by Mercedes-Benz.

Never modify the seat belts in any way. Their effec-
tiveness could be impaired.

Belt tensioners

The belt tensioners increase the seat belts' protective
effect. They are ready to operate when the key is in
position 1 or 2 in the steering lock.

The seat belt tensioners are designed to operate in the
event of frontal collision. The belt tensioners trigger
only if the impact exceeds a precisely determined force.
They tension the seat belts so that they sit tightly
against the wearer's body.

A Risk of injury!

Belt tensioners which have been triggered as a result
of an accident must be replaced.

Comply with safety regulations when scrapping seat
belt tensioners. Mercedes-Benz Service Stations can
provide details of these regulations.

Airbags

The airbags are designed to be triggered in the event of
a frontal collision.

They do not operated unless an impact of precisely
determined severity occurs.

The front passenger airbag is only triggered if the front
passenger seat is occupied.

Accidents which do not cause sufficiently high energy
inputs from the front do not trigger the airbags. In such
cases the driver and front seat passenger are suffi-
ciently protected if the seat belts are fastened correctly.

Do not carry heavy objects on the front passenger seat
or the front passenger airbag and the passenger-side
seat belt tensioner will be triggered in the event of an
accident.

Safety precautions for airbags

A Risk of injury!

Careless and negligent behaviour can lead to injury
as the airbags inflate as this has to take place within
a fraction of a second after the accident has
occurred.

Such injuries are not normally sever but in the
immediate vicinity of the airbag inflation points,
more critical injuries are still possible, particularly
to small children.

The airbags can ofil)? i)rotect the car's occupants in
the intended manner if all the occupants wear their
seat belts correctly. For how to fasten seat belts, see
page 77 and page 81.

The airbags provide an additional degree of
protection, but to minimise the risk of injury as they
inflate, the following precautions should be taken:




Do not position the seat closer then necessary to the
airbag.

Do not lean forward when the car is in motion.

Always hold the steering wheel by its rim so that the
airbag can inflate without obstruction.

Do not place any objects on the airbag covers or
between them and the vehicle occupants.

If children are being carried, they should always use
an appropriate child restraint system. See page 74.

After an airbag has inflated, do not touch any hot
parts. Airbags must be renewed after they have been
triggered.

Do not attach any material (including badges or
stickers) to the padded airbag cover on the steering
wheel or to the passenger-side airbag cover or else
the airbags may be unable to function correctly.

For reasons of safety you are therefore urgently
recommended to have the airbags renewed by a
Mercedes-Benz Service Station after not more than
15 years.

If the car is sold, the owner is obliged to draw the
purchaser's attention to these points. This
requirement can be complied with by handing over
the vehicle's Owner's Manual.




When the airbags are triggered, small amounts of
smoke are produced. This smoke does not constitute a
health hazard, nor does it imply that a fire has broken
out in the vehicle.

Due to the extremely rapid inflation, the fabric of the
airbag can cause minor skin injuries.
